WHEREAS, He joined the Texas House of Representatives in 1962, and while in office this admirable public servant made accountability in state government and proper management of the state's oil resources priorities during his productive tenure; and


WHEREAS, Representative Ball gave freely of his time and energies to all those about him, bringing his special insight and competitive spirit to bear as coach of boys' baseball and football teams; he was a charter member of the Walnut Hill Optimist Club and also was a member and elder at the Holy Cross Lutheran Church; and


WHEREAS, In all aspects of his life, Maurice Benton Ball demonstrated unfailing wisdom, vision, and dedication to those principles that he felt best served the interest of all Texans; although his presence will be missed by all who were privileged to know him, the spirit of this remarkable individual will surely live on in the hearts of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
