WHEREAS, Throughout his career, this fine gentleman has received a number of well‑deserved accolades, including three honorary degrees and recognition as one of the "Outstanding Young Men in America" in 1973; and 


WHEREAS, In Dr. Leffall, the church has found a preacher, a prophet, and a stalwart friend for the work of the church; he has provided comfort and direction to numerous individuals throughout his years with the church and he is indeed deserving of special legislative recognition on the occasion of his retirement; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby honor Dr. Reginald Mack Leffall for his many years of exceptional service to the church and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued happiness and fulfillment in the years to come; and, be it further
