WHEREAS, The members of the Dallas Cowboys football team, along with their coaches and staff, have set standards of success to which all can aspire, and their many notable achievements on the gridiron are indeed worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the Dallas Cowboys for their remarkable accomplishments during the 1994 season and extend to them best wishes for continued success in the future; and, be it further
