WHEREAS, Mr. Phillips has given freely of his time and energies as president and director of the Texas Athletic Directors Association and director of the Texas High School Coaches Association, and also has been an active member of the Pasadena Masonic Lodge No. 1155 and the Southwest Texas Hall of Honor; and


WHEREAS, As a fitting tribute to his many years of devoted service to the cause of athletics, the Weldon "Stoney" Phillips Field House was named in his honor; and


WHEREAS, He was supported in all his endeavors by his wife Rosina, with whom he shared more than a half‑century of mutual devotion until her passing in 1992; Mr. Phillips takes great joy in the company of his three children, eight grandchildren, and great‑grandchild; and


WHEREAS, At 80 years of age, this active octogenarian still enjoys life to the fullest, remaining an avid sports fan, a loving father and grandparent, and a trusted friend to all who are privileged to know him; on the occasion of his birthday, it is indeed fitting that we recognize this remarkable gentleman for the joy and happiness he has brought to so many people throughout his lifetime; now, therefore, be it
