WHEREAS, A devout member of Westminster Presbyterian Church and a Paul Harris Fellow, this esteemed civic leader also served his friends and neighbors in Lubbock through his work with the Methodist Hospital Board of Trustees, the Methodist Hospital Auxiliary, and the Lubbock Rotary Club, the last of which he served as president; and


WHEREAS, For more than 50 years, Mr. White enjoyed a warm and loving relationship with his wife, Dorothy Lambeth White; united in marriage on February 19, 1943, they were blessed with a son, Alan, and in later years their family grew to include two beautiful granddaughters; and


WHEREAS, Byron B. "Buck" White set a fine example of community leadership and social responsibility for his fellow Texans, and his dedicated efforts in behalf of the people of Lubbock will not soon be forgotten; although his presence is gone from us, his unique spirit will live on in the hearts of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Byron B.
