WHEREAS, Despite his busy schedule, this energetic individual still makes time for golf, swimming, and other outdoor activities, and he also holds the rank of colonel in the Texas Confederate Air Force; he has maintained his active lifestyle even after nearly losing a leg in a serious accident, and thus he serves as an inspiring role model to his patients; and


WHEREAS, His marriage, initiated at a cost of only 45 cents, appears to be one of the great bargains in history; he is the proud father of three Longhorns and one Aggie, and his eight beautiful grandchildren, Ashley, Austin, Brooke, Travis, Matthew, and triplets Tyler Ann, Michael, and Patrick, are a continuing source of joy and delight; and
