WHEREAS, Mr. Ray's considerable athletic gifts were exceeded only by his sportsmanship and generous nature; he consistently gave of his time and talents to the bowling community that had helped to create his own success; and


WHEREAS, For his many exceptional athletic accomplishments, Mr. Ray was named to the Texas State Bowlers Hall of Fame and Fort Worth Bowlers Hall of Fame; he also was designated Fort Worth Bowler of the Year in 1959 and won the Ed Hands Award in 1962; and


WHEREAS, A man of rare determination and integrity, T. Lewis Ray will long be remembered by all who were privileged to know him; although his presence is gone from us now, his unique spirit will continue to live in the hearts of the many people whose lives were touched by this outstanding individual; now, therefore, be it
