WHEREAS, An expert at expressionistic landscapes, Mr. Herring creates vivid and often daring visions of the Southwest, imbuing in them his distinct perceptions of that vast and inspirational region; and


WHEREAS, He is an active and articulate voice in his field and has served with distinction as president of Knickerbocker Artists‑NY; Mr. Herring also maintains membership in the Pastel Society of America, the Academic Artists of America, and the American Artists Professional League; and


WHEREAS, The expression of beauty in any form of artistic endeavor is one of man's most ennobling pursuits, and by consistently capturing the essence of nature's wonders and expressing them in an accessible and moving way, Bill Herring has created a body of work truly worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
