WHEREAS, These programs and organizations prepare young Texans for the future and are essential components of the public education system in this state, and it is indeed fitting that vocational and technical education be given special recognition and support; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby recognize February 12‑18, 1995, as National Vocational‑Technical Education Week and commend the students, teachers, and administrators who have made vocational and technical education a successful and important part of public education in Texas; and, be it further
