WHEREAS, Active in a variety of pursuits, this dynamic individual also is a successful businesswoman, community leader, and devoted parent; and


WHEREAS, Doris Richeson is an inspirational figure to all who are privileged to know her, and her many contributions to her community are indeed worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Doris Richeson on her election as Cactus Squadron Leader of the Confederate Air Force; and, be it further
