WHEREAS, In recognition of his meritorious service to the community, he was honored with numerous civic awards from the Northeast Independent School District; and 


WHEREAS, Constable Hancock was a man of great vision who devoted much of his life to serving his community, and though his presence will be deeply missed, his unique spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
