WHEREAS, Students participating in TEED's Community Home Weatherization Project work with local business people and sponsors to learn valuable hands‑on weatherizing skills and apply what they have learned to increasing the energy efficiency of homes belonging to the needy citizens of their community; and


WHEREAS, The dedicated individuals who have worked so diligently to make the TEED Project a success have greatly benefitted our state by preparing Texas' students for their stewardship of this fundamental resource as responsible citizens of tomorrow; in light of their program's many significant contributions, they indeed merit special legislative praise and recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby designate March 17, 1995, as Energy/Environment Education Day in Texas and join with our fellow citizens in commending the many fine volunteers and participants involved in the Texas Energy Education Development Project; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for the Texas Energy Education Development Project as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
