WHEREAS, Although Mr. Stauffer retired from his post with the department in 1991 after 32 years of distinguished service, he continues to play an active role in his field through his work in emergency projects, including disaster relief efforts in South Florida in the wake of Hurricane Andrew; and


WHEREAS, Widely regarded throughout his chosen profession for his expertise, professionalism, and dedication, he currently is the executive director of the Federation of Fire Chaplains International and conducts highly informative training sessions on crisis management across the country; and  


WHEREAS,  Throughout his remarkable career, Mr. Stauffer has worked for the benefit of his colleagues in the fire‑fighting community, and his dedicated efforts are truly worthy of special praise and recognition; now, therefore, be it
