WHEREAS, Held in great esteem by his friends, constituents, and former colleagues, Mr. Eckels has set an example of citizenship and service to his state, and his civic and legislative achievements are indeed deserving of special recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby commend the Honorable Robert Eckels for his many significant contributions to Harris County and the State of Texas and extend to him warmest best wishes for continued success and happiness in his future endeavors; and, be it further
