WHEREAS, Mr. Campau was a man of great vision who dedicated much of his life to improving the working conditions of countless north central Texans; though his special presence will be missed by all who knew him, his spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
