WHEREAS, Outside her chosen field, this remarkable woman has committed much time and energy as a political activist in the Democratic Party; a former candidate for the United States House of Representatives, she provided valuable leadership for many years as the chair of the Rockwall County Democratic Party and also served with distinction on the State Democratic Executive Committee; and


WHEREAS, Dedicated to community affairs as well, she enjoyed a distinguished tenure as a municipal judge for the city of Heath and has served in several local organizations charged with examining planning and zoning issues; in addition, she is a charter member of the Rockwall County NAACP and former president of the Rockwall County Business and Professional Women; and
