WHEREAS, The citizens and leaders of Seagoville, Mayor Neal Wooley and Chamber of Commerce President Jim Kimbell, take pride in the Seagoville High School Fightin' Dragons and keeping that small‑town atmosphere alive; and


WHEREAS, The residents of Seagoville are proud of their community, and being located in the southeast corner of Dallas County gives Seagoville access to all the cultural and sporting activities and advantages of the Dallas‑Fort Worth metroplex; and


WHEREAS, "Home of the Post Oak Preserve," Seagoville has seven parks, tennis facilities, a public swimming pool, a senior citizens center, and two youth centers; and


WHEREAS, The residents of Seagoville are understandably proud of their town and its surroundings; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby extend best wishes to the citizens of Seagoville for an outstanding Seagoville Day; and, be it further
