WHEREAS, Mrs. Teele, who rode her last horse at the age of 70, still counts ranching among her many hobbies and is a mentor and inspiration to those who pursue this noble and difficult vocation; a life member of the Eastern Star and a devoted member of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church, she also finds time to pursue her interest in the painting of fine china; and


WHEREAS, This extraordinary woman takes great pride in the accomplishments of her nieces and nephews, many of whom she counts as her dearest friends; members of the close‑knit Cox family will be out in full force to celebrate Mrs. Teele's birthday with a special celebration on April 15, 1995; and
