WHEREAS, Blessed with a rich heritage, abundant natural resources, and a dynamic citizenry, Jacksonville successfully combines the energy of a thriving city with the charm and friendliness of a small town; the many exceptional qualities of this unique Texas community indeed merit our highest praise and recognition; now, therefore, be it
