WHEREAS, Throughout his life, he always made time in his busy schedule to enjoy his favorite pastimes, which included hunting and spending time with family and friends;  his family meant more to him than any worldly goods, and he spent many happy hours entertaining them with colorful stories of his childhood and life; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Miller was guided throughout life's endeavors by an abiding religious faith, which he eloquently expressed as a member and deacon of Ephesus Baptist Church in Hurstown; and


WHEREAS, A man of great energy and enthusiasm, he devoted much of his life to the betterment of his community, and though his presence will be deeply missed, his unique spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
