R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, In 1961, he embarked on his outstanding career in public service, serving two years on the Galveston City Council, 14 years as a member of the Texas House of Representatives, and 16 years as the judge of the 10th District Court in Galveston County; in retirement, this respected jurist continues to serve the judicial system of Texas as a retired senior visiting judge and as a mediator; and
