R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, Bob and Katherine Wilson of Fort Worth will celebrate one such momentous occasion in their lives when they commemorate their golden wedding anniversary on March 21, 1995, to the delight of their extensive circle of family and friends; and  


WHEREAS, A distinguished veteran, Mr. Wilson was assigned to Kelly Field in San Antonio as a member of the Army Air Corps at the time he first made the acquaintance of his future bride, the former Katherine Thorp, when the two became members of the same youth group in the spring of 1942; and 


WHEREAS, Their relationship soon blossomed and marriage plans were discussed, but before the two could be wed, Mr. Wilson was sent to North Africa for a 2‑1/2‑year tour of duty and their plans were put on hold; and

WHEREAS, Just as Mr. Wilson was scheduled to return overseas, fate lent a hand to the newlyweds, and he was reassigned to Tarrant Army Airfield, now Carswell Air Force Base, in Fort Worth; the couple relocated several times and remained in Boise, Idaho, following Mr. Wilson's discharge from the military on October 25, 1945; and 


WHEREAS, It was in that community that the couple were blessed by the birth of their first child, Don, on February 27, 1946; shortly thereafter, Mr. Wilson claims to have been lassoed and brought back to Texas by his lovely wife, who gave birth to their second child, Nancy, on February 29, 1948; and 


WHEREAS, The Wilsons bought a home in the River Oaks area of Fort Worth, where they have become cherished members of the community in the ensuing years; and 


WHEREAS, Both have enjoyed successful careers as well; Mr. Wilson served as a valued employee of Bell Helicopter, Textron, for 19 years while Mrs. Wilson distinguished herself throughout an outstanding 29‑year tenure with the Castleberry Independent School District; and
