WHEREAS, He then returned to Parkland Hospital to become its first African‑American administrator, accepting a position as director of the personnel department; he later served as night administrator, and after distinguishing himself as a respected and efficient manager, he received a series of promotions to become a vice‑president; and


WHEREAS, Mr. McCain's tenure was marked by a profound devotion to both patients and hospital staff; in addition to running the hospital's minority development program and facilitating patient care in emergency situations, he always made time in his busy schedule to visit the hospital at night, where he provided late‑shift employees with a crucial link to the administration; and


WHEREAS, Mr. McCain was a man of boundless compassion, strength, and dignity who served as a positive role model to countless individuals in the Dallas community, and though his presence will be deeply missed, his spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
