WHEREAS, For his unsurpassed excellence in the art of food preparation, Mr. Wheeler has received many well‑deserved accolades, including Chef of the Year by the Capitol of Texas Chefs, the Chef Professionalism Award, the N.R.A. Great Menu Bronze Award, and the N.A.C.U.F.S. President's Award; he also earned designation as a Certified Executive Chef in 1989; and


WHEREAS, Possessed of outstanding leadership ability, Mr. Wheeler served with distinction as chairman of the board of the American Culinary Federation Capitol of Texas Chefs from 1991 to 1993; and
