WHEREAS, In 1993, the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals assumed the responsibility for overseeing the continuing legal education of all the trial and appellate court judges and officers of the court in Texas, and its exemplary efforts in this regard have greatly enhanced the stature of judicial education in Texas today; and

WHEREAS, The membership of this respected organization has expressed its firm support of the Court of Criminal Appeals' continued administration of the legal education program in recognition of the program's excellence and its significant contributions to the quality of justice in our state, and it gives the members of this chamber great pleasure to join them in recognizing the Court of Criminal Appeals at this time; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby commend the Court of Criminal Appeals for its outstanding administration of the continuing legal education program for trial and appellate judges and officers of the court in Texas and congratulate its staff on a job well done; and, be it further
