WHEREAS, Although only a freshman, he already has established a new University of Texas football record for passing efficiency, and also led the nation in that category during the 1994 campaign; and


WHEREAS, His remarkable efforts as Longhorn signal caller twice earned Mr. Brown well‑deserved designation as Southwest Conference Offensive Player of the Week by the Associated Press and he also was chosen co‑Southwest Conference Newcomer of the Year by the Austin American‑Statesman; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his athletic career, James Brown has combined his exceptional physical abilities with an unquenchable will to lead his team to victory, and his many notable accomplishments on the playing field are indeed worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
