WHEREAS, Throughout her many endeavors, Mrs. Mitchell has enjoyed the love and support of her husband of 19 years, Pleasant Mitchell; Mr. Mitchell has had the distinct honor of seeing two members of his family receive the prestigious First Lady award, as his mother, Omajean Mitchell, received the honor several years ago; and
