R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, The delegation is here today as part of a three‑year program of medical cooperation and assistance conducted by the American International Health Alliance, and its members will be traveling to Houston this week to sign a historic partnership agreement with the Texas Medical Center; our distinguished guests include Dr. Bakhit N. Tumenova, Dr. Mukhmetkarim Orazabayev, Nurse Natalya Sukhorukova, Dr. Mukhtar Tuleutaev, Dr. Gadulmanap Abeyev, Dr. Askar Makashev, Dr. Kaynolla Musin, Dr. Tolegen Raisov, Dr. Boris Gordin, Dr. Zhaksibay Zhumadilov, and Dr. Boris Gusev; and

WHEREAS, Like the Lone Star State, Kazakhstan is a leading producer of livestock and grain, a major center for oil and natural gas production, and home to many impressive scientific researchers and medical professionals; the citizens of Kazakhstan can indeed take great pride in the independent spirit and unwavering faith in democracy that they have displayed in their struggle for self‑government; and


WHEREAS, Because of the special ties that Texas shares with this fine country, and because of a groundbreaking partnership that will help our medical communities to exchange personnel, training, and knowledge, it is truly appropriate that the delegates of the Republic of Kazakhstan be given special legislative recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby welcome the delegation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and extend to them warmest best wishes for an enjoyable and rewarding visit to the State Capitol; and, be it further
