WHEREAS, This remarkable gentleman also was responsible for organizing the Good Samaritan Baptist Church where he has provided inspirational leadership on spiritual matters to the members of this congregation as their pastor for the last 33 years; and


WHEREAS, Reverend Blount enjoyed a happy and rewarding marriage to the late Lucille Lemons, and they have six children, Louis Blount III, Carol Bryant, Kenneth Blount, Cassandra Jolley, Corliss Denman, and Wayne Blount; he has since become a grandfather and great‑grandfather with the blessed arrival of 11 grandchildren and one great‑grandchild; and


WHEREAS, Truly a pillar of his community, Reverend Blount helped to pave the way for African‑Americans on the Houston Police Force and has demonstrated a lifelong commitment to the welfare of his community through his exemplary work on the police force and in the church; on the occasion of his most recent achievement, it is indeed fitting that he receive special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
