R E S O L U T I O N


WHEREAS, The recent death of Corsicana resident June P. Clark on April 1, 1995, at the age of 64, has brought a great loss to the many friends, relatives, and colleagues of this distinguished gentleman; and


WHEREAS, A graduate of Corsicana High School, Mr. Clark attended Texas A&M University, where he received a bachelor's degree in 1952 and a master's degree in business administration in 1955; in 1961 he was graduated from the Southwestern Graduate School of Banking, later serving as an esteemed faculty member at this fine institution; and


WHEREAS, During the Korean War, Mr. Clark answered his country's call to arms by serving as a first lieutenant in the United States Army from 1952 to 1954; stationed at Fort Lee, Virginia, Fort Hood, Texas, and Pusan, South Korea, this patriotic American won the respect of both his officers and fellow soldiers and demonstrated uncommon valor and distinction throughout his military career; and 


WHEREAS, On his return to civilian life, he joined the staff of Hearne High School, where he taught mathematics and coached athletics; this exceptional man worked as a local agent with the Prudential Insurance Company and in 1959 embarked on a successful career in banking and finance, gaining employment with both the First National Bank and the City National Bank of Navarro County; and 


WHEREAS, The president of the First State Bank, Mr. Clark was greatly admired within the Texas financial community for his dedication, integrity, and business acumen; a past president of the Central Texas American Institute of Banking Association, he also served as a state director of Robert Morris Associates, an organization that counted him as one of its most active and committed members; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Clark devoted much of his life to making his community and state better places in which to work, live, and raise a family; a past president of the Corsicana‑Area Chamber of Commerce and the chairman of the area's Industrial Relations Committee, this exceptional civic leader was a past president of many noteworthy local associations, such as the Corsicana YMCA, Rotary Club, Salvation Army, and Salvation Army advisory board; and


WHEREAS, A deacon and Sunday school teacher at the First Baptist Church, Mr. Clark was a past board member of the local chapters of the Camp Fire Girls, the Boy Scouts of America, the Navarro County United Fund, and the Southwest Area Endowment Council of the Salvation Army; over the years he helped to recruit members and rally support for the Corsicana Country Club, the Food Pantry, and the Firemen's Retirement Board as well; and


WHEREAS, Despite these many impressive achievements, Mr. Clark was, above all else, a devoted family man who enjoyed a richly rewarding marriage with his wife, Janie, who took great pride in his three children, Cynthia, Melissa, and Matt, and who doted upon his two beloved granddaughters, Lindsay and Emily; and


WHEREAS, Those who were privileged to know this special man will not soon forget the commitment and compassion he brought to every facet of his life, and although his presence is gone from us now, his memory will continue to live on in the hearts of all those whose lives he touched during his time on this earth; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of June P. Clark and extend profound sympathy to the members of his family:  to his wife, Janie Clark of Corsicana; to his daughters, Cynthia Horner of Granbury and Melissa Baggett of Little Rock, Arkansas; to his son, Matt Clark of Carrollton; to his granddaughters, Lindsay Baggett and Emily Baggett, both of Little Rock; and to the many other relatives and friends of this remarkable Texan; and, be it further
