WHEREAS, Mr. Crumpton also helped the community services block grant program to achieve even greater efficiency, and the program now employs an electronic reporting system to reduce the flow of paperwork between contractors and the department; and


WHEREAS, A man of immense vision and compassion, his profound knowledge of poverty issues and low‑income assistance programs helped him to greatly improve the quality of life of countless Texans, and he is indeed worthy of our special praise and recognition on the occasion of his retirement; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby honor Larry Crumpton for his exceptional service to the Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs and extend to him warmest best wishes for a happy and rewarding retirement; and, be it further
