WHEREAS, Many unique exhibits can be found at this exceptional facility, including the Dishong collection of intricately fashioned First Lady miniatures, a selection of White House china, and two expansive galleries documenting such interesting aspects of the presidential campaigns as the effects of third parties, the impact of changing technology on the campaign process, and the expanding electorate; and


WHEREAS, The important work of this outstanding repository of presidential information and memorabilia is partially subsidized by Ector County and its interesting exhibits have informed and enlightened countless visitors to Texas from across the globe; and
