WHEREAS, He has been consistently supported in his calling by his devoted wife, Thelma Louise Bowie, by his daughter and son‑in‑law, Carmen and George Bandy, and by his son, John Bowie II; and


WHEREAS, Reverend Bowie's dynamic preaching and unshakable faith have been a tremendous source of inspiration and comfort to the members of True Light Baptist Church, and his notable achievements in this regard are truly worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
