WHEREAS, Special Agent Harris's willingness to risk her own life to provide protection for others was in keeping with her personal philosophy, and her record of meritorious service, bravery, and self‑sacrifice was consistent with the highest ideals of the law enforcement profession; and 


WHEREAS, This highly respected officer was a woman of tremendous integrity and courage whose exceptional record of public service speaks for itself; though her life has been cut tragically  short, her memory endures as an inspiration to all those who were privileged to know her and to a new generation of law enforcement officers who choose to follow in this difficult but essential profession; now, therefore, be it
