WHEREAS, He has been a sought‑after consultant in various child care and mental retardation programs throughout Texas; and


WHEREAS, He is a member of the Academy of Social Workers and is certified as an Advanced Clinical Practitioner by the Texas Social Work Certification Board and has served as an expert witness; and


WHEREAS, This outstanding college teacher has included in his scholarly research housing discrimination in Abilene, intercultural evaluation of Peace Corps programs in Ecuador, and evaluation of mental health and developmental disability services in an outpatient psychiatric facility in Fort Worth, as well as gender attitudes of female university students; now, therefore, be it
