WHEREAS, The State of Texas boasts 13 designated national park areas that not only encompass the magnificent variety of terrain, flora, and fauna with which our state is blessed, but also include sites of considerable historical significance as well; and


WHEREAS, Located within the boundaries of our state are the Alibates Flint Quarries National Monument, the Amistad National Recreation Area, Big Bend National Park, the Big Thicket National Preserve, the Chamizal National Memorial, the Fort Davis National Historic Site, Guadalupe Mountains National Park, the Lake Meredith National Recreation Area, the Lyndon B. Johnson National Historical Park, the Padre Island National Seashore, the Palo Alto Battlefield National Historic Site,  the Rio Grande Wild and Scenic River, and the San Antonio Missions National Historic Park, each of which offers visitors a unique understanding of and appreciation for those places and events that have defined us as Texans; and


WHEREAS, Our country's national parks maintain for the enjoyment of all Americans the vast and majestic wilderness that both inspired and challenged our forebears, and it is indeed appropriate that this week be set aside to enjoy and pay tribute to this vital aspect of our national heritage; now, therefore, be it
