WHEREAS, Mr. Brown led a full and active life and greatly enjoyed the many close friendships he formed as a loyal member of the Grand Canyon Masonic Lodge; and


WHEREAS, This exceptional gentleman touched the lives of many people during his long and fruitful life, and though his presence will be deeply missed, his memory will endure in the hearts and minds of all those who came to know and love him; now, therefore, be it
