WHEREAS, These dedicated men and their fellow lodge members continue to support the worthy principles on which the organization was founded and have chosen to recognize this historic occasion in the lodge's rich history by having a coin struck in commemoration of its first century of service to the Alpine community; in light of the group's remarkable contributions, it is indeed appropriate that Alpine Lodge No. 766 be honored on this momentous occasion; now, therefore, be it
