WHEREAS, In addition, Mr. Figueroa was a visionary inventor, and despite his busy schedule, he always found time to spend in his workshop perfecting his assortment of innovative and unique creations; and

Figueroa set a fine example of hard work and community leadership for others to follow, and his many contributions to the city of Del Rio will not soon be forgotten; although his presence is gone from us now, his unique spirit will live on in the hearts of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
