WHEREAS, For nearly half a century, Mr. Triplett has worked diligently  in behalf of the people of Pecos County, and his commitment, professionalism, and fairness have earned him the respect and admiration of colleagues and citizens alike; although his leadership will be sorely missed, the members of this chamber are proud to join the residents of Pecos County in commending him for his dedicated public service; now, therefore, be it
