WHEREAS, In recognition of her outstanding civic involvement, Mrs. Wolz was named First Lady of Odessa in 1991, and she was bestowed with the Community Statesman Award from the Heritage Foundation of Odessa; and 


WHEREAS, Throughout her many endeavors, Mrs. Wolz was nourished by a deep and abiding religious faith, which she eloquently expressed as a member of the First Baptist Church, where she had served as church secretary and as a Sunday School teacher; and


WHEREAS, This exceptional woman touched the lives of many people during her lifetime, and though her presence will be deeply missed, her memory will endure in the hearts and minds of all those who came to know and love her; now, therefore, be it
