WHEREAS, He also is an instructor with the Department of Communication Studies at Baylor University, in which capacity he shares with his students the extensive knowledge and expertise he has gained in the field of broadcasting through the years; Mr. Fallon plans to continue teaching while also maintaining his longtime duties as general manager of the campus radio station, KWBU; and


WHEREAS, In addition to his exemplary work with Baylor University, Mr. Fallon has entertained countless television viewers during his 20 years as a play‑by‑play announcer for the Southwest Conference basketball game of the week and has become a mainstay at the NCAA men's college basketball championships as the "Voice of the Final Four"; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Fallon will be honored for his many significant contributions to Baylor University at a banquet to be held June 16, 1995, at the Ferrell Center, and the university also has established the Frank and June Fallon endowed scholarship in his honor to aid Baylor athletes majoring in telecommunications; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his many endeavors, this fine gentleman has greatly benefited from the love and support of his wife, June, and his four sons, and, in recent years, his close‑knit family has grown to include four beloved grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Frank Fallon is a living legend in the field of sports announcers, establishing standards in that demanding profession to which all can aspire, and his lifetime of service to Baylor University and sports fans everywhere is truly worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
