R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, A highly regarded professional educator for more than four decades, Dr. Delco also has furthered education causes through his membership in numerous civic organizations in the Austin community, while his wife, former State Representative Wilhelmina Delco, is well known for her support of the African American community and her leadership on education issues at the statewide level as a member of the Texas Legislature for two decades and at the local level as an active member of a host of education‑related organizations, including the founding board of trustees for Austin Community College; and 


WHEREAS, Besides determining who the best spellers are from local businesses and organizations, this year's tournament will most assuredly spell success for students at Austin Community College who will benefit from the proceeds of the event; now, therefore, be it
