WHEREAS, Despite the demands of his professional career, Mr. Newcombe has an outstanding record of community service that spans more than two decades; an active supporter of the Boy Scouts, the First Baptist Church of Pharr, and the rotary club, he also serves his friends and neighbors in the community as a member of the Pharr Citizens League, the chamber of commerce, the Economic Development Council, and the Hidalgo County Regional Airport Board; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Newcombe has used his extensive knowledge and expertise as a pharmacist to lead the community's fight against drug abuse as well, and in addition to serving as director of the McAllen Methadone Clinic, he has advanced drug education and awareness efforts by speaking to numerous civic groups and local organizations; and


WHEREAS, Highly regarded for his tireless public service, Mr. Newcombe was elected to the post of city commissioner in 1972 and served the citizens of Pharr with integrity and distinction for six years before winning election as mayor in 1978; and


WHEREAS, Quentin Newcombe, Jr., has set a fine example of civic leadership and community service for other Texans to follow, and his remarkable efforts over the past 20 years are indeed worthy of highest praise and recognition; now, therefore, be it
