WHEREAS, Having transferred to driver's license service in the Hallettsville area in 1981, Sergeant Investigator Kidd relocated to San Antonio shortly thereafter and was appointed to the post of investigator for narcotics‑related cases, in which capacity he maintained a superb record of service; and


WHEREAS, He became a member of the Victoria County narcotics squad in 1983 and was a lead investigator in operation "cash crop" from 1983 to 1985, a highly successful operation that yielded 44 indictments and the seizure of $34 million in assets; and


WHEREAS, Named a sergeant investigator in 1989, this respected officer has set an inspiring example of professional excellence and dedication throughout his illustrious career, and he is indeed deserving of special legislative recognition for his outstanding contributions in this regard; now, therefore, be it
