WHEREAS, Vivacious with energy to spare, she not only lived life, but embraced it to the fullest, playing softball regularly and contributing her time and talents to the benefit of a local follies show; an active member of Grace United Methodist Church, Mrs. Brown also had a special affection for children, which she chose to share through her work in behalf of the community's girls club; and  


WHEREAS,  Cindy Campbell Brown was beloved by all who knew her for her warm and gregarious nature, her deep compassion for others, and her strong dedication to duty; though she will be greatly missed, her memory will long endure in the hearts of the many people whose lives she touched during her years on this earth; now, therefore, be it
