WHEREAS, Keenly aware of the value of a good education, she earned a certificate to become a reading tutor, and for three years, generously offered to help fellow Houstonians improve their reading skills; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Kennedy also offered her support to efforts that addressed neighborhood safety issues and was an active member of Glenbrook Valley Citizens on Patrol; and


WHEREAS, This exceptional woman touched the lives of many people during her lifetime, and though her presence will be deeply missed, her memory will endure in the hearts and minds of all those who came to know and love her; now, therefore, be it
