WHEREAS, Ms. Boyd's unwavering devotion to the field of disaster and emergency communications has helped make her state and nation safer and more secure places in which to work, live, and raise a family, and it is indeed appropriate that she be given special legislative recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it
