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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to the release of certain vehicle registration information maintained by the Texas Department of Transportation. 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  Section 17A(a), Chapter 88, General Laws, Acts of the 41st Legislature, 2nd Called Session, 1929 (Article 6675a‑17A, Vernon's Texas Civil Statutes), is amended to read as follows:


(a)  The State Department of Highways and Public Transportation or a county may not release to any person information contained in vehicle registration records in response to a telephone inquiry by license number.  The department or a county may release information only if:



(1)  the person:



(A)  first submits the request in writing, including the person's name and address and stating that the use of the information is for a lawful and legitimate purpose; or




(B) [(2) the person]  enters into a written service agreement with the department or the county to receive the information; and 



(2)  the information does not identify any vehicle as a vehicle to which the department has issued a specially designed license plate under Section 5e.1 of this chapter and does not reveal that the vehicle is regularly operated by or for the transportation of a permanently disabled person. 


SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect September 1, 1995. 


SECTION 3.  The importance of this legislation and the crowded condition of the calendars in both houses create an emergency and an imperative public necessity that the constitutional rule requiring bills to be read on three several days in each house be suspended, and this rule is hereby suspended.
