WHEREAS, He was a Paul Harris Fellow in the Marshall Rotary Club and the recipient of the Silver Beaver Award for his contributions as a member of the executive board of the East Texas Area Council, Boy Scouts of America; and


WHEREAS, A devout Christian layman, Mr. Smith freely offered his abilities and energies as a deacon and trustee of Sunset Missionary Baptist Church and a member of the National Baptist Sunday School Committee of the American Baptist Association; Charles was a trustee and auditor of Texas Baptist Institute and Seminary for 32 years and was an advisory board member of East Texas Baptist University; and


WHEREAS, The death of such a fine citizen is felt not only by his family and friends, but also by the people who benefitted from his generosity and community spirit; it is appropriate for the Texas Legislature to honor the memory of this respected individual; now, therefore, be it
